      are located on the Application form) Letter is optional. Contestants must follow 
      all rules
d) Begin asking students to enter the contest who have not graduated from high school and are under 18 year old as of December 31, 2011.
e) To get contestants, you may ask members of different organizations, schools, family, friends, everyone.
f) After you receive all essays, have a team of three judges to judge them, and mail the first place winning essay to me along with the District entry form by February 28, 2012 at my address below.
Remember that the scholarship amount at the District level is $2,500.
